This month, | would like to bring up a few "Field
Related Topics".

* In late April we had quite a bit of moisture,
resulting in a soggy

field, and a soggy "Lundy Lane". As you drive into the
filed and the road

is muddy, please drive slowly and avoid venturing
too far from the
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established road. At this writing, there are some
rather deep ruts that not only are unsightly, will be
difficult to repair.

* At the opposite end of the spectrum is fire
danger. In the wake of a relatively large grass fire
north of us in Arapahoe County last year, there is
sensitivity by the State Land Board (who we lease

the field from) to the potential for another grass fire.

While it is unlikely that our activities will cause grass
fires, we are taking proactive steps now to stay

out of the "spotlight”. At one of the summer
meetings, we will invite the local Fire Department to
talk to us about fire safety. Fire rakes have been
purchased and we are looking at some method of
keeping a small quantity of water at the field. In
addition, the Fire Department phone number will be
prominently posted at the field.

* In line with the fire concerns above, the pit
area of the field is

posted as a no smoking area. The reason for this
posting should be fairly obvious given the proximity
of flammable fuels and carpet as a ground cover.
Please observe this posting. If you choose not to
observe this posting, at least pick up the butts and
dispose of them properly.

* Beginning with the 2009/2010 membership
year, we have instituted a

"Membership Identification Program”. The short
story is that each member

will be issued a personalized Crosswinds
membership card to be placed in the frequency
board slot along with your AMA card. The
Membership Roster, showing only name and AMA
number will be posted at the field and updated
monthly. And the gate combination will be changed
quarterly. The gate combination will be emailed to
members with email (snail mailed to those without)
prior to the change. Stay tuned; there will be more
information at the next club meeting and when you
receive your membership card after you
